The EUI supports cities
of all sizes; to build capacity and knowledge with Portico, the EU urban knowledge platform; to
support innovation and develop transferable and scalable innovative solutions to urban challenges of
EU relevance. The Initiative is managed by the European Commission (EC) - DG REGIO via indirect
management. The EC has designated the Region Hauts-de-France (FR) as Entrusted Entity, for the
implementation of the EUI. EUI is operationally managed on a daily basis by the EUl Permanent
Secretariat located in Lille (FR).
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
