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On 10 December, Mayor Aleksander Miszalski received a visit from Rachel Launey, Director of the British
Council Poland, and Alicja Grymek, Head Education British Council Poland, who leads the Krakéw branch.

Season 2025, which is being prepared. It will be a festival of a wide variety of cultural, social and
educational events organised in the UK and Poland.
