on cooperation in the scope of establishing a “Europa Nostra Heritage Hub” in Krakéw

signed on 9" May 2022 by:

hereinafter referred to as the Parties.

PREAMBULE

— with regard to the role and international significance of Europa Nostra, the pan-European
federation of non-governmental organisations, in the scope of the protection of cultural
heritage, which is considered by the federation as a fundamental and dynamic component
of European identity, unifying and guaranteeing preservation of cultural diversity,

— appreciating measures undertaken by Europa Nostra for the integration of organisations
dealing with the protection, revalorisation and reinforcement of cultural heritage
at national, regional and local levels, as well as providing these organisations with
a supranational structure, which allows representing their measures at the European level,

— striving for further development and reinforcement of cooperation with international
organisations and partner cities and towns in the scope of protection and care of
monuments, as well as managing cultural heritage, among others: the European Union,
the Council of Europe, UNESCO and OWHC,

— striving for the appointment of ‘Europa Nostra Regional Heritage Hubs’ in selected
European historic cities and towns created to reinforce and extend the mission
and measures undertaken by Europa Nostra,

— with regard to the significance of Krakow as the first European historic city entered into
the World Heritage List of UNESCO in 1978, which is an important argument for the
location of Europa Nostra Heritage Hub in Central and Eastern Europe (CEE),

— trusting that the establishment of the ‘Europa Nostra Heritage Hub in Krakow’ shall
become an important contribution to reinforce the significance of Krakow in the
European/international area of cultural heritage, as well as that this decision shall lead to
the reinforcement of the synergy between public (municipal self-government) and non-
governmental sectors for the benefit of managing, promoting and protecting cultural
heritage at local and European/international levels,

the Parties decided to sign this Letter of Intent.
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§1

Signatories of the Letter express their will of cooperation in the following scope:

1. establishing in Krakow, the UNESCO World Heritage Site, the ‘Europa Nostra Heritage
Hub’, which shall have the following tasks, in particular:

undertaking measures to reinforce the voice of regional and local stakeholders so
that, through actions undertaken by Europa Nostra, these can be taken into account
in the broader ecosystem of European heritage,

reinforcing the activity of Europa Nostra in the CEE region and ensuring the maximum
visibility of Krakow as an expert and laboratory of best practices in the field of cultural
heritage in strategic measures undertaken by Europa Nostra,

support in establishing relations and alliances between entities dealing with heritage
at local, regional, national, European and international levels by using proper networks
of all engaged parties and the pan-European network Europa Nostra,

developing a platform for cooperation for all member organisations of Europa Nostra,
affiliated organisations and individual members in the CEE region,

assisting in the recruitment of new organisations and individual members of Europa
Nostra in the CEE region,

identifying issues related to public policies which are crucial for heritage stakeholders
in the CEE region and informing the Europa Nostra Secretariat and its executive
bodies,

contributing to the measures undertaken by Europa Nostra in the effort of influencing
European policies by making relevant advocacy efforts at various levels of governance
in the CEE region,

identifying cases of threatened heritage in the CEE region which deserve support
at the European level,

appointing an ‘Awards coordinator’ in order to distribute information on the European
Heritage Awards/Europa Nostra Awards scheme in the CEE region, encouraging
submission of relevant applications, helping in the assessment of applications, as well
as in the organisation of national or local award ceremonies,

identifying cases of best practices in the area of heritage protection, management,
interpretation and education in the CEE region and promoting them via the Europa
Nostra network and through relevant communication channels in Europe,

developing contacts with the media in CEE region,

selecting, within an open tender addressed at non-governmental organisations and other

entities enumerated in Article 3 par. 3 of the Act of 24 April 2003 on public benefit
activity and volunteerism, an Organiser entrusted with the task of developing a project
coherent with the statutory aims and mission of Europa Nostra, as well as the policy
in the scope of the international activity of Krakow in the area of heritage. The Organiser
shall develop the structures and personnel of the ‘Europa Nostra Heritage Hub in Krakéw’
and shall implement the following tasks in the scope of culture, arts, protection of cultural
goods and national heritage including, among others:

b) inicjowanie i koordynowanie badan obejmujacych lokalne najlepsze przyktady, ktérych
rezultaty beda przydatne dla aktualnych i przysztych dziatari podejmowanych przez
Miasto Krakow,

c) dzielenie sie i propagowanie lokalnych osiggnie¢ w zakresie ochrony, uzytkowania
i uspoteczniania zasobéw dziedzictwa, waznych praktyk i doswiadczen w przestrzeni
miedzynarodowej,

d) wspieranie dziatan z zakresu miedzynarodowej wspétpracy Krakowa w obszarze
dziedzictwa,

e) promowanie waznych projektéw z obszaru dziedzictwa posiadajacych potencjat
na rzecz zrownowazonego rozwoju dla miasta,

f) utworzenie i rozwijanie sieci krakowskich organizacji obywatelskich dziatajacych
na rzecz dziedzictwa.

§2

1. Dazac do realizacji celu okreslonego w par. 1 Strony deklarujg wole wzajemnej
wspotpracy przy tworzeniu "Europa Nostra Heritage Hub in Krakéw" poprzez
zapewnienie odpowiednich $rodkéw finansowych na jego funkcjonowanie
i prowadzenie dziatalnosci merytorycznej oraz stworzenie warunkéw do jego dalszego
rozwoju.

2. Dziatalnosé¢ ,Europa Nostra Heritage Hub in Krakéw” planuje sie rozpocza¢ od dnia
1 lipca 2022 roku.

3. ,Europa Nostra Heritage Hub in Krakow” bedzie wspierany przez strony przez okres
3 lat., tj. od 1 lipca 2022 roku do 30 czerwca 2025 roku.

4. W celu okreélenia zasad wspétpracy, m.in. w zakresie finansowania i funkcjonowania
"Europa Nostra Heritage Hub in Krakéw", Strony przewiduja mozliwos¢ podpisania
odrebnej umowy, ktérej stronami bytyby: Gmina Miejska Krakow, Europa Nostra oraz
Organizator wytoniony w wyniku przetargu, o ktérym mowa w par. 1 podpunkt. 2
niniejszej Listu intencyjnego.

§3

Postanowienia niniejszego Listu Intencyjnego nie upowazniajg zadnej ze Stron
do podejmowania jakichkolwiek czynnosci w imieniu drugiej strony, w tym w szczegélnosci:
do sktadania i przyjmowania o$wiadczen woli, zawiadomien oraz do zaciagania jakichkolwiek
zobowiazan w imieniu innej Strony.

Niniejszy List intencyjny stanowi deklaracje Stron do podjecia ze soba wspétpracy, lecz nie

ksztattuje zobowigzan, w szczegdlnosci zobowiagzarn materialnych i nie moze stanowic
podstawy jakichkolwiek roszczen.

Strony wyrazaja zgode na powotanie sie na niniejszy List intencyjny w stosunku do innych
instytucji oraz na podanie informacji o jego podpisaniu do wiadomosci publicznej.

List intencyjny sporzadzono w jezyku polskim i angielskim. Wersja angielska jest doktadnym

ttumaczeniem wersji polskiej i kazda z wersji ma taka sama moc prawna. Strony otrzymuja
po jednym egzemplarzu Listu intencyjnego w kazdej wersji jezykowe;j.
